Wrapping up curbside collection at the end of November
Yard waste accepted at landfill site until curbside collection resumes in March
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Curbside yard waste collection
wraps up the last week in
November in Campbell River.

City Council is seeking volunteers to provide
recommendations for improving safety and
creating a more inviting downtown core.
Weekly curbside yard waste
collection will begin again in spring
(first week of March) on the same day
as residential garbage and recycling
collection.

Help Council determine how best to allocate the
$225,000 budgeted for downtown safety
initiatives in 2021.

Council will appoint a maximum of seven
members to the Select Committee for up to
four months, starting in December 2020.

In the meantime, Campbell River
residents can take material to

the Waste Management Centre at
6700 Argonaut Rd. The landfill site
accepts yard waste that requires
chipping for a fee ($10 for less than
100 kilograms or $65/tonne). Leaves
and grass (as long as no chipping is
required) can be dropped off for FREE.

They’re seeking volunteers who are directly
affected by downtown safety issues.
