“This pop-up 
information booth will offer an opportunity to find out more and ask questions in-person about 
this important upgrade project.” 
 
Construction work is shifting to Rockland Road area by the end of June. There will be changes 
to traffic flow, though two-lane traffic will be maintained. Rockland Road, between Galerno and 
Highway 19A, will be closed by the end of this month through November. 
 
An open house event planned for this spring was cancelled due to the COVID-19 pandemic.
